South CarolinaAgribusiness 50x20 Plan

Cecil Watkins, Vice President Administration

The SCHC was asked to participate in a meeting on August 18 in Columbia to discuss the inclusion of equipe as
part of South Carolina Agribusiness. The meeting was conducted by Cathy Nodirgetor of the Palmetto
Agribusiness Commission (PABC). Attending from the SCHC Board were Mary Quarles, Cecil Watkins and
Kaye Watkins. Other equine organization representatives attending were Larry Byers, representing the Aikgn
Foxhunters; Wylie Perkinsecretary of the South Carolina Thoroughbred Owners & Breeders Association; Hppe
Cooper, executive director of the South Carolina Steeplechase Museum; David Branham, South Carolina Farm
Bureau; South Carolina Department of Agriculture (SCDA) Commissidngh Weathers; Larry Boyleston,
assistant commissioner of agricultural serviddarsha Hewittnew SCDAequinespecialig; and Sandy Boozer
of PABC.

Boyleston presented the SCDA 50x20 Plahe plan isa strategy for increasing the South Carolina Adtice &
Forestry economic impact from $34 billicarrentlyto $50 billion by 2020. This plan includes various

development initiatives for agricultural commaodities such as nursery plants, crops, livestock, poultry, aquacilture
forestry, etc. Thiss the first time that the equine industinas beerncluded in this program. We are excited about
getting our industry officially included as a part of South Carolina Agribusiness.

We were asked to complete a questionnaire regarding some of the equine issygoeandities. The SCHC
Board of Directors developed a response to this questionnaire and it is incéloed

SCHC Response to th&0x20 Questionnaire
