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Thoroughbred Meeting Discusses Upcoming SCHC Expo

ELLOREE -- The South Carolina Thoroughbred Owners and Breeders Association meeting at the Elloree Training
Center featured several speakers and touched on a number of topics.

Betty Rankin and Mary Quarles from the South Carolina's Horsemen's Council discussed the upcoming 2010 South
Carolina Horsemen's Council Expo in Camden at the South Carolina Equine Park-Westfall Complex on Feb. 6.

“It's an opportunity to see what other people in the state are doing," said Rankin. "It's been in Pelzer the last few years,
this year it's in Camden, and we'd like to take it to other parts of the state."

Alabama residents Drs. David and Diane Harrington, who are both equine veterinarians and have been involved with
the Thoroughbred industry since 1994 and have won a South Carolina Residency Race, provided SCTOBA members
with an update in reference to the Alabama Horsemen's Benevolent Protective Association, Birmingham Race Course
and whether pari-mutuel racing will return to Alabama. The state has been without live Thoroughbred racing since the
mid-1990s.

For a horse to be considered an Alabama-bred, a foal has to be foaled within the state of Alabama, and there are no
residency requirements, said David.

"What we'd like to do in Alabama is get live racing back," said David, who added that the return of live pari-mutuel
racing to the state will be a challenge. "It will be an uphill battle, and a lot of it will hinge on gaming."

Francis Vanlangendonck of Summerfield Sales Inc. in Morriston, Fla., was also a featured speaker and discussed a
number of topics at the meeting, including the role of the repository at public auction and yearling sales prep and the
importance of breeding to proven horses and their conformation. There are a number of common denominators that
will set a horse apart at the sales, such as having good girth and a big shoulder and being well-balanced, he said.

December 14, 2009

Reality is not always a shiny place with gleaming horses in tidy stables and fat, retired horses

and ponies grazing emerald pastures. Todayds
horses: the old, the intractable, the chronically or expensively lame or ill. Reality is several
years of high hay prices, high fuel costs, lost jobs, foreclosed homes, and low prices for

marketable horses. In these times, the horse is a luxury, a reflection of discretionary income

that is dwindling rap idly. The wanted horse is a luxury; the unwanted horse is a burden. That
burden is being reflected in the increasing numbers of abandoned, neglected, and abused

horses. According to the 2009 Unwanted Horses Coalition Survey, nationwide Rescue/Adoption
Facilities are turning away an average of 38% of the horses brought to them. In our rural state

of South Carolina, it is probably higher.

The SCHC needs to address this issue with its SC resident horse owners. Itis suggested that
the board take actioni n the following steps:
1. Create an Unwanted Horse tab on our website. It should state our definition of the
Unwanted Horse as defined and adopted by

with farriers and veterinarians and equine specialists.

6. Ultimately create a relief fund to assist in gelding st allions, to assist in large rescue

operations, and to assist in catastrophic occurrences such as displacement of horses
in a hurricane, tornado, flooding, etc.

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EQUINE INDUSTRY SURVEY

The American Horse Publications (AHP) is conducting an Equine Industry Survey to gauge participation trends in the U.S. equine
industry. In addition, the survey seeks to gather information regarding the most important issues facing the industry.

C. Jill Stowe, PhD, is providing consulting services for data collection and analysis to the AHP. Stowe is an assistant professor of
Agricultural Economics at the University of Kentucky. The survey is sponsored by Intervet/Schering-Plough Animal Health and
Pfizer Animal Health. Those eligible to participate in the survey are men and women, 18 years of age and older, who currently
own, manage, or lease at least one horse and live in the United States.

The survey closes January 15, 2010 his study is anonymous; this means that no one, not even members of the research team,
will be able to associate information you give with responses. When the survey results are tallied, only aggregated results will be
presented.

"The AHP's member publications, Web sites, and newsletters reach nearly 3 million people involved in the horse industry in the
United States and around the world," said Kimberly S. Brown, current AHP president. Brown proposed the survey, which was
backed unanimously by the AHP board.

"We have been through a rough year, and there are many stories out there of unwanted horses and the decline of the horse
industry," noted Brown. "But | think the real story is the wanted horses and their owners who are still strong despite the economic
downturn. o

"We think this is a great opportunity for us to use our collective resources and reach into the horse industry to get answers about
how we are doing today, how we think we'll be doing in the near future, and what we are concerned about in our industry. Let's
get 100,000 or more horse owners to participate in this survey," said Brown. "We have a wonderful chance to come together to
gather information that can benefit us all, so spread the word!

The following was copied from his site,
Destructive nature of horseback riding:

Purpose: The proliferation of family outdoor opportunities in Spartanburg and surrounding communities and parks for a healthier
lifestyle.

8 basic effects of horseading on the natural and cultural values have been identified:
1 destruction of vegetation -widespread impact caused by trampling and wandering off trails - adversely affects conservation
of plants and animals, park use by others and water catchment protection.

9 accelerated erosion of trails especially those on steeper slopes - fire trails have become so badly eroded that they cannot be
used by fire fighting vehicles and rehabilitation of unauthorized trails in highly unsuitable areas is both difficult.

1 sedimentation and siltation of water courses.

1 altered watercourse patterns interrupting the natural drainage system resulting in subtle changes that are difficult to detect.
1 water pollution from horse feces increasing level of nutrition, bacterial and viral input to streams.

1 disturbance of native animals by horses and pets.

1 disturbance to other park users - noise, sight, smell and being forced off trails.

1 sedentary activity promotes unhealthy lifestyle.

Being able to do things you might have once considered
out of reach or ability. | have considered this as | shovel manure, fill water barrels in the cold rain, wait for
the vet/farrier/electrician/hay delivery, change a tire on a horse trailer by the side of the freeway, or cool a
gelding out before getting down to the business of drinking a cold drink after a long ride.

The time, the money, the effort it takes to ride calls for dedication. At least | call it dedication. Both my ex-
husbands call it 'the sickness'. It's a sickness I've had since | was a small girl bouncing my model horses and
dreaming of the day | would ride a real horse. Most of the women | ride with understand the meaning of 'the
sickness'. It's not a sport. It's not a hobby. It's what we do and, in some ways, who we are as women and
human beings.

I ride.

I hook up my trailer and load my gelding. | haul to some trailhead somewhere, unload, saddle, whistle up my
dog and I ride. | breathe in the air, watch the sunlight filter through the trees and savor the movement of

my horse. My shoulders relax. A smile rides my sunscreen smeared face. | pull my ball cap down and let
the real world fade into the tracks my horse leaves in the dust.

Time slows. Flying insects buzz loudly, looking like fairies. My gelding flicks his ears and moves down the
trail. I can smell his sweat and it is perfume to my senses. Time slows. The rhythm of the walk and the
movement

of the leaves become my focus. My saddle creaks and the leather rein in my hand softens with the warmth.

| consider the simple statement . . . | ride. | think of all | do because | ride. Climb granite slabs, wade into a
freezing lake, race a friend through the Manzanita all the while laughing and feeling my heart in my chest.
Other days just the act of mounting and dismounting can be a real accomplishment. Still | ride, no matter
how tired or how much my seat bones or any of the numerous horse related injuries hurt.

I ride.

And | feel better for doing so. The beauty I've seen because | ride amazes me. I've ridden out to find lakes
that remain for the most part, unseen. Caves, dark and cold beside rivers full and rolling are the scenes | see
in my dreams The Granite Stairway at Echo Summit; bald eagles on the wing and bobcats on the prowl add
to the empowerment and joy In my heart. | think of the people, mostly women, I've met. | consider how
competent they all are. Not a weenie amongst the bunch. We haul 40 ft rigs, we back into tight spaces
without clipping a tree. We set up camp. Tend the horses. We cook and keep safe. We understand and love
our companions, the horse.

We respect each other and those we encounter on the trail. We know that if you are out there riding, you
also shovel, fill, wait and doctor. Your hands are a little rough and you travel without makeup or hair gel. You
do without to afford the 'sickness' and probably, when you were a small girl, you bounced a model horse
while you dreamed of riding a real one.
